 A reminder to everyone that the new Pool Season is rapidly approaching.  Our opening day will be Sat-
urday, May 21st.  We will have lifeguard coverage on   Saturday the 21st and Sunday the 22nd.  There 
will be no lifeguard coverage from 5/23 - 5/25 because Cobb County Schools will still be in session.  The                                    
lifeguards will be on duty seven days a week, starting on Thursday, May 26.  When the lifeguards are on 
duty, they will be present from 11am until 8pm.  The pool is available for use until 10pm each day.    Re-
member that pool, the pool area, parking lot and tennis courts still remain under video surveillance for 
the safety of our residents.  The pool will close for the season on or about September 25th, depending 
on weather and pool use. 
 
USA Pools has already uncovered the pool and set out the pool furniture.  You may remember that we 
refinished half of our pool furniture last year.  This year we are refinishing the other half.  This refinishing 
includes new plastic  components, powder coat finish and new strapping.  This brings the chairs to as-
good-as-new condition for about half the price of a new chair. 
 
Remember that once pool season is in swing, glass is not allowed in the pool area.  The lifeguards will 
have a no-tolerance stance on this. 
 
It is also time to dig out your pool access cards.  If you have lost your card(s), please contact us as well 
and we can provide a replacement for a fee of $10 each.  The system is running now, so you may want 
to stop by the pool to ensure that your card is still working prior to opening day.  That will give me plenty 
of time to get you new card to you.

A quick update on the beaver situation in the natural area of The Park. 
 
On Monday, April 4th our selected vendor, TruTech, came on site to begin the trapping process.  Since that time, 
they have trapped three beavers, each of which was over 40 pounds.   TruTech also restored partial flow to the 
creek by breaking a hole in the main dam.  As a result, the lake of standing water is almost gone.   There is still 
some water in low lying parts of that area, but the majority has drained out.  What remains is a muddy mess that is 
going to take several weeks to dry up before returning to its previous state. 
 
There are several traps still set in the area.  TruTech still believes that there are at least a couple additional bea-
vers that remain.  It is possible that they have retreated up towards Madison Hall, but they will eventually return.  In 
about 2-3 weeks, after TruTech has adequate time to catch all of the beaver, the main dam will be completely de-
stroyed by use of chainsaws and other heavy equipment.  At that point, the creek should return to its normal state. 
 
Note that this is an on-going process and will take a few weeks to completely resolve, but the good news is that we 
are close to solving the major standing water problem.  This is critical as the warmer months approach. 
 
Our contact from TruTech informed me that he has seen water moccasin and cotton mouth snakes while they 
were working.  Note that this is not uncommon in this type of area, regardless of the beaver activity.  But I mention 
it to keep all the parents informed that they should reinforce to the kids to stay out of this area.  I have asked 
TruTech to mark the location of the traps better so we could see exactly where they are.  They are not easy to see 
and some are under water.  As fun as it is for kids to play in the woods, it is advised that they stay out of this area.  
This is potentially a very dangerous area for kids and I want to ensure that no one has accident with a beaver trap 
or an unfriendly experience with a snake. 
 
As always, if you have any questions regarding this effort, please let me know.  Also, if you are unaware that this 
effort is going on, then we potentially have no email address for you and/or your phone number is not in our Call-
ing Post directory. If you have not been receiving email updates about the beavers and phone messages on your 
primary contact phone number, please let me know, so we can update our systems to ensure that you get future 
updates on this and other neighborhood activities.
